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Put God First 
 

What’s my heart seeking? I’ll find it in the desert. 

 

In the Bible, God speaks to people in the desert.  In the silence of the desert, we 

come face to face with both the good and the bad inside each one of us. 
 

In the desert, we decide who will be first in our lives: God or myself. Most of us 

can’t go off and spend weeks alone in a literal desert. 

 

But Lent is like the desert. 

 

The Church gives us this �me to listen more closely to God, and to grow in our 

rela�onship with him – and that means pu:ng God first.   
 

Jesus shows us how. In the gospel today, the Devil tempts Jesus. He does this by 

proposing three ways to put something else before God.  

 

Comfort-Seeking. Jesus has been fas�ng for 40 days. He’s probably a li<le bit 

hungry by now…  The Devil tempts Jesus to turn stones into bread, pu:ng his 

comfort ahead of the Father’s will. Food is good, but it won’t fill our hearts. 
 

Pride. The Devil takes Jesus to a mountaintop and shows him the whole world. He 

tells him “I’ll give you all of this – I’ll give you power and control – if you bow 

down and worship me.” Success is good, but it won’t fill our hearts. 

 

Vanity.  The Devil suggests that Jesus throw himself off the temple, because the 

angels will save him. Imagine how much this would impress the onlookers. The 
esteem of others is good, but it won’t fill our hearts. 

 

What’s Jesus’ response to all this? He tells the Devil – “I know none of those 

things can make a person truly happy.  I will choose my Father above everything 

else.”

Testament offers two 

challenges. First, do you give 

to God from your “first fruits”, 

the best that you have to offer, 

or do you give from what is 

leftover? Second, do you 

recognize that everything you 

have has been given to you by 

God? Ask God for a grateful 

and generous heart, every day, 

in all circumstances. 

Why are the Gloria and Alleluia  

omi@ed during Lent?

Even the liturgy "fasts" in prepara�on for the 

glorious season of Easter. 

 The Lenten season is marked by two very 

dis�nct liturgical omissions. Neither the hymn 

known as the Gloria (Glory to God in the 

Highest) nor the Alleluia verse sung before the 

Gospel is permi<ed during the en�re 40 days of 

Lent (with a few small excep�ons).      

 Why is that? 

 First of all, the Gloria is a hymn that 

celebrates the coming of the Lord using words 

from the angels at Christ’s birth. The Church 

during Lent returns in spirit to a �me when the 

people of God were in exile, wai�ng for the 

Messiah to come and save them. It is a similar 

season of expecta�on as is Advent, but instead 

of awai�ng Christ’s birth from the womb of 

Mary, the Chris�an people await Christ’s second 

“birth” from the womb of the sepulcher. 

 Secondly, following this same spirit of 

exile, the Church joins Moses and the Israelites 

as they wander in the desert for 40 years. It is a 

�me of agony and purifica�on, one where the 

faithful join together in saying, “How shall we 

sing the Lord’s song in a foreign land?” (Psalm 

137:4) The word “Alleluia” is rooted in a Hebrew 

expression that means “praise the Lord” and is 

thus omi<ed during Lent. 

 As a result, our focus in Lent is not in 

rejoicing, but in mourning our sins, looking at 

those things that prevent us from an authen�c 

rela�onship with God. Once these are removed 

through prayer, fas�ng, and almsgiving, we are 

able to rejoice again at Easter, for it is not only 

Christ’s resurrec�on that we celebrate, but our 

own rebirth in the spirit. 

 Similar to a woman experiencing labour 

pangs before birth, so the Chris�an people 

“groan inwardly as we wait for adop�on as sons, 

the redemp�on of our bodies” (Romans 8:23). 

 

 

What happens next? 
 

 The first 

stage of prepara�on 

for the Plenary 

Council came to a 

close at midnight on 

6th March. The 

second stage of the 

prepara�on phase 

of Plenary Council, 

which begins on 9th 

June, will be “Listening and Discernment”. 

 “Discernment is a term that we hear quite 

oLen these days, and prac�sing discernment in 

our communi�es and our prepara�on towards 

the Plenary Council will help to ensure we are 

listening to God, listening to each other and 

considering our path forward as the People of 

God in Australia.” Archbishop Costelloe said. 

 With the Listening and Dialogue phase 

now complete, the Na�onal Centre for Pastoral 

Research will con�nue the deep listening 

process, conduc�ng a qualita�ve and 

quan�ta�ve analysis of the submissions received 

and, using best-prac�ce research methods, will 

iden�fy key themes that have emerged. 

 Then, in May, the Bishops Commission for 

the Plenary Council, the Plenary Council 

Execu�ve Commi<ee and the Facilita�on Team 

will work together with the Na�onal Centre for 

Pastoral Research to finalise the Na�onal 

Themes for Discernment. 

 Those themes will become the focus for 

the Listening and Discernment phase and will be 

the founda�ons for the Plenary Council agenda. 

 The final sta�s�cal data from the Listening 

and Dialogue phase will be released later this 

month.
